5 - The Hierophant – The Inner Teacher, authority

6 - The Lovers – Love, harmonizing different elements, higher power

7 - The Chariot – Control – the expression of strength, the application of power

8 – Strength – Inner Strength, enlightened courage, right effort

9 - The Hermit – The Search for truth, having found some wisdom and sharing it
